date shown on the Invitation to Bid. 

 

Late bids will not be considered.  Bids must be received in sealed envelopes (one to an envelope) 

with Bid Number, Date and Time written on the outside of the envelope. 

 

Unit prices will be guaranteed correct by the bidder. 

 

Firm prices will be FOB Ottawa County. 

 

Purchases by Ottawa County, Oklahoma are not subject to State or Federal taxes. 

 

This Bid is submitted as a legal offer and any Bid, when accepted by the County, constitutes a 

firm Contract. 

 

Oklahoma laws require each vendor submitting a Bid to a County for goods or services to furnish 

a notarized sworn Statement of Non-Collusion (form supplied below).

STATEMENT OF NON-COLLUSION

employee of the State of Oklahoma (or other entity) any money or other thing of value, either 

directly or indirectly, in the procuring of the award of a contract pursuant to this bid.
