Commissioners on the following:

Ottawa County is seeking competitive Bids for Lay-Down Operation on numerous 

Asphalt Overlay Projects in Highway Districts 1, 2 and 3.  The availability of the 

Contractor will be an important factor as each Project is selected.   

The Commissioners reserve the right to Award this Bid to multiple Contractors, in an 

effort to increase the odds of one being available to complete the task(s) in a timely 

manner. 

1) The County Commissioner shall determine the stretch of road to be overlaid and 

notify the Awarded Contractor(s) of its location and anticipated start date, to 

allow the Contractor(s) sufficient time for scheduling. 

2) Ottawa County shall provide proper signage and personnel for traffic control. 

3) Ottawa County shall prepare the Job Site for overlay. 

4) Ottawa County shall purchase Asphalt from its current 6-month Bid and haul to 

the Job Site. 

5) The Contractor shall provide all personnel and equipment necessary to perform 

the entire Lay-Down Operation. 

6) The Contractor shall provide and apply tack oil as needed. 

7) The Contractor shall provide a smooth 2’ transition at each driveway and 

mailbox location. 

The Contractor will be required to attend a Pre-Construction Conference at each 

Job Site to review the Overlay Project and receive further instruction.  The County 

Commissioner shall establish the date and time for said Pre-Construction Conferences. 

All work performed and material used must meet current Oklahoma Department of 

Transportation specifications, under the direction of the Ottawa County Commissioner. 

Bids submitted must be clearly marked on front of a sealed envelope:

and must be accompanied by a completed and notarized Statement of Non-Collusion
