Hardness properties for standard carbon blades 
  Brinell hardness:  10mm ball;  3,000kg load:  250 to 325 
  Rockwell hardness C-Scale:  25.4 to 34.7 
 
Bolt holes shall conform with the Society of Automotive Engineers Specification No. J-
740 for countersunk square holes for cutting edges 
 
Holes shall be spaced very accurately on a straight line and be located within 1/16” of the 
dimensioned position using both end holes as datum points
