• 18” x 18” footing around outside of building  

• 4 runs of 3/8” rebar in footing  

• 4” slab on top and top of floor not to be higher than 12” above ground  

• 3/8” rebar every 24” both ways  

• (1) ADA accessible side door 

• (1) ADA accessible front door  

• 12” fill for underlayment of concrete

• Title 61 O.S. 113 B (3) Contract must submit a warranty bond in a sum equal to 

the contract price   

• Title 61 O.S. 113 B (4) Contractor must provide evidence of public liability and 

workers’ compensation  

• Title 61 O.S. 113 C Contractor may provide a single bond that covers payment, 

performance and warranty. Contract will not be excused until all bonds and
