1. The Ottawa County Board of Commissioners held their regularly scheduled
meeting at 9:00 AM with the following members present: Gary Wyrick, Chairman, John
Clarke and Russell Earls. First Assistant District Attorney Ben Loring was also in
attendance.

Notice of the meeting was posted at the south door of the Ottawa County
Courthouse at 4:47 PM on January 16, 2014. Commissioners’ Meeting Agendas and
Minutes can also be found online at ottawa.okcounties.org.

2. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

3. Motion by Earls, second by Clarke, to approve minutes of January 13, 2014 as
presented for reading.

4. Concerned for public safety, Ottawa County Rural Firefighters Jodi Francisco,
Jeff Reeves and Leon Crow came before the Board regarding the four-way stop sign
located at the intersection of Highway 10 and Highway 137. The existing traffic signal
was disabled and said four-way stop sign was put in place during the construction project
to widen Highway 10. According to the Firefighters, near-collisions occur daily at the
intersection when high-speed traffic comes upon the stop sign unexpectedly. The
Commissioners are aware of this issue and reported that State Representative Larry Glenn
has attempted to resolve the problem. The Board suggested that the Firefighters contact
the Oklahoma Department of Transportation; each Commissioner offered to do the same.
5. District Judge Robert Haney came before the Board regarding the hour at which
the front doors to the Ottawa County Courthouse are unlocked in the morning. In the
past, the Courthouse was opened at 8:00 AM. Recently, that has been changed to 9:00
AM. This has proven to be a problem for the Court System, which schedules cases to
begin at 9:00 AM. Pending a conversation with the Sheriff and contingent upon the
availability of Security Officers, motion by Earls, second by Clarke, to have the
Courthouse unlocked at 8:45 AM.
