1. The Ottawa County Board of Commissioners held their regularly scheduled meeting at
9:00 AM with the following members present: Chairman Gary Wyrick, John Clarke and Russell
Earls. District Attorney Eddie Wyant was also in attendance.

Notice of the meeting was posted at the south door of the Ottawa County Courthouse at
3:52 PM on December 11, 2014. Commissioners’ Meeting Agendas and Minutes can also be
found online at ottawa.okcounties.org.
2. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
3. Under Citizens’ Participation or Public Comments, Jack Dalrymple addressed the Board
regarding the land he donated to the County to be utilized for Stepp Ford Bridge
access/easement. He wanted to make certain it had been surveyed and the portion he donated
had been removed from his ad valorem taxes.
4. Motion by Earls, second by Clarke, to approve minutes of December 8, 2014 as presented
for reading.

5. Matt Kent of Mid Central Contractors & Clarence Matlock of Cable One were in
attendance to discuss a project to install fiber optic lines in Ottawa County between Quapaw,
Oklahoma and Baxter Springs, Kansas. The Board previously approved said project but, because
the project had been delayed, they felt it was necessary to reappear before the Board. Motion by
Earls, second by Wyrick, to renew the project agreement for the aforementioned project.

6. Discussion was held regarding the possibility of closing S. 540 Road (aka Coon Hunter
Road), located in Highway District 1. There are no citizens residing on this particular portion of
the road, which is also a dead end. Commissioner Clarke has letters from area residents
requesting that consideration be given for the road closure. Unfortunately, its’ location attracts
undesirable activity. Commissioner Clarke will further discuss the matter with the District
Attorney’s Office.
